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WORD OF GOD FOR THIS SUNDAY 
    ''You are Peter, and upon this rock I will 
build my Church, and the powers of death 
shall not prevail against it.'' (Mt. 16:17). 
The humble fisherman would become the steady 
rock upon which Christ would build His Church, 

a building so solid that no power, not even a diabolical one, 
could undermine it. Jesus said even more amazingly to Peter: 
''I will give you the keys to the kingdom of heaven and 
whatever you bind on earth shall be bound in heaven.'' 
In biblical language, keys indicate power. The power con-
ferred on Peter is of an immense degree, because he receiv-
ed access to the kingdom of heaven which Jesus came to 
establish in his Church, in which Peter has the power ''to 
bind and to loose.'' It is a power so great that his decisions 
are to be ratified ''in heaven'' by God himself. In this way 
Jesus established the Church which is to be for everyone 
and for all times.
