St. Jerome Emiliani-Venetian soldier;    
convert to the faith.  His conversion led to 
the founding of the Clerks Regular of        
Somascha, which today number 600       
members.

February 8 
The Memorial of Saint Josephine Bakhita 
Born in 1869 in Sudan, kidnapped by slave 
traders as a child. At the age of twelve she 

was brought to Italy to serve as a nanny.  Eventually she 
joined the Conassian Daughters of Charity. where she 
served as a seamstress, cook and a teacher.   
She died in 1947. 

February 10 
Memorial of Saint Scholastica, Virgin 
She is the twin sister of St. Benedict. This 
saint is invoked against storms and is the  
patroness of Benedictine nunneries. 
February 11 
Memorial of Our Lady of Lourdes  
It was to St. Bernadette Soubirous who Our 
Lady appeared and proclaimed that she is 
the Immaculate Conception in 1858.

Sacraments 

Baptism 
Parents seeking baptism for their child must come to the 
parish office to register for a baptism prep. class and  
provide their child’s birth certificate. Deacon Bill 
Stankevitz holds a classes on the 3rd Sun-day of each 
month following the 10:00 a.m.

Marriage 
Couples should contact the office six months prior to 
their proposed wedding date. 
 

Anointing of the Sick  
This is not a sacrament for those only who are at the 
point of death. The sacrament should be sought as soon 
as anyone of the faithful be-gins to be in danger of death 
from sickness or old age.  
 

"Is any among you sick? Let him call for the priests of 
the Church and let them pray over him, anointing him 
with oil in the name of the Lord; and the prayer of faith 
will save the sick man, and the Lord will raise him up; 
and if he has committed sins, he will be forgiven."

Nacido en 1869 en Sudán, secuestrado por traficantes de 
esclavos cuando era niño. A los doce años la llevaron a 
Italia para trabajar como niñera. Finalmente se unió a las 
Hijas de la Caridad de Conassian. donde se desempeñó 
como costurera, cocinera y maestra. 
Murió en 1947. 
10 de febrero-Memorial de Santa Escolástica, Virgen 
Ella es la hermana gemela de San Benito. Esta santa se 
invoca contra las tormentas y es la patrona de los con-
ventos benedictinos. 
11 de febrero-Memorial de Nuestra Señora de Lourdes 
Fue a Santa Bernadette Soubirous a quien Nuestra Señora 
se apareció y proclamó que ella es la Inmaculada Concep-
ción en 1858.
