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IS GOD CALLING YOU TO BE A CATECHIST?

St Bernard has opportunities for YOU to share God's love with
the children of our parish! Catechists/co-catechists and
assistants are urgently needed in our parish Religious
Education program for grades K-8.

What is a Catechist?

A catechist is a teacher of our faith. As a catechist or co-
catechist, you will help our children elementary and middle
school ages to understand and learn about Jesus, his Church
and being and living Catholic.
