Our priority in returning to the church is the safety of everyone present. For this reason, we recommend that you consider not 
a&ending any of these liturgies if you: 
 

are sick in any way or have a compromised immune system 
are over the age of 65 
are pregnant or recently pregnant (in last 2 weeks) 
have diabetes, liver/ kidney/heart disease (e.g., high blood pressure, conges%ve heart failure) 
have lung or breathing problems 
have neurological/neuro-developmental condi%ons (e.g., cerebral palsy, epilepsy, and stroke) 
have any other risk factor for developing a more severe case of COVID-19

Bishop Guglielmone has extended the dispensa%on from the obliga%on to a&end Sunday Mass. You are not obligated to come 
to Mass. We will also con%nue to provide a video of Sunday Mass for those who will not be a&ending Mass in person. (See Vir-
tual Mass below)

We urge parents to consider carefully whether children should a&end. Children are more likely to be asymptoma%c carriers of 
the virus. They are more likely to want to use the bathroom, have difficulty maintaining social distancing and keeping their 
masks in place. It may be wise to have children stay at home, especially young children. 
 
Here are the changes to our procedures for celebra%ng Mass to prepare those who wish to a&end and to help those discerning 
whether to do so.

You will need a reserva%on to a&end Sunday Mass. Please call the parish office (788-0811) Monday-Thursday from 9 - 11 a.m., 
and 1 - 4 p.m. and speak with the parish staff to reserve the number of seats needed for your family. The parish office is open 
Monday – Thursday but will be closed from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m. to assist at daily Mass. Once seats are filled, you will be given a 
seat for the next weekend’s Mass ahead of anyone else. We can accommodate up to 140 people per Mass. Addi%onal Masses 
will be added as the need arises. Currently, you do not need to reserve a seat for daily Mass. 
 
While we can accommodate sea%ng for persons with disabili%es, we cannot to accommodate the choosing of a seat or “special 
sec%on.”

Entrance will be via the upper parking lot front doors only, and they will be open 30 minutes before the start of Mass. The 
entrance through Gillin Hall will not be used, and neither will those restrooms. In case of an emergency, the restrooms in the 
ves%bule may be used. 
 



 

 
Congregants must wear masks for the en%rety of their %me on the campus and during Mass. Unfortunately, we are not able to 
provide masks for worshipers. We ask everyone to use hand sani%zer immediately upon entry. Collec%on baskets will be placed 
in the ves%bules and, as always, we thank you for your generosity. 
 
A<er your name is checked off in the ves%bule, you will be led to your seats by a staff member as a family to maintain social 
distancing. Please remain in the seat you are given for the en%re Mass. Doors will close once Mass begins.  
 
Since there are no kneelers, the posture will con%nue to be standing during the Eucharis%c Prayer, making 2 profound bows 
when the priest genuflects. If provided, please leave the worship aid on your seat.

Communion will be distributed as people depart from Mass in order to minimize movement of people during Mass. A<er the 
final blessing, staff members will dismiss one row at a %me through the doors into the 2 ves%bules. Please remain seated un%l 
your row is called forward. Once in the hallway, use hand sani%zer and maintain six feet of distance between you and others.  
 
Communion ministers will be in the ves%bules. They will be wearing masks and will place the host in your hand without touch-
ing your hand. They will have hand sani%zer to use before distribu%on and in the event they touch someone. The communicant 
receives while s%ll wearing his or her mask, then moves outside, lowers the mask, and reverently consumes the host. 
 
Communion must be received in the hand—not on the tongue. There will be no excep!ons to this.   
A<er receiving Communion, we ask that you proceed to your vehicle immediately and refrain from congrega%ng in the parking 
lot.
