There is a  lot of skepticism about Jesus out 
there!  Perhaps you know someone who has  
questioned the historical truth of the Gospels:  
* Did Jesus really claim to be God?    
*Were the four Gospels anonymous?  Aren’t they just 
folklore?   
*Did Jesus really claim to be God?

As The Case for Jesus will show, recent discoveries in 
New Testament scholarship, as well as neglected  
evidence from ancient manuscripts and the early church 
fathers, together have the potential to pull the rug out 
from under a century of skepticism toward the traditional 
Gospels.
